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Econofoods Transformed to Family Fresh Market

On June 9th, the official ribbon-
cutting took place celebrating 
the opening of the new Family

• The new store provides a total of 
43,748 square feet of shopping area.

• In order to keep the store fully 
functional, the construction process 
was performed in four phases.
